


5 ‘Baaaa-sic’
Confessions
One of the things Jesus 
wants most for us, is to look 
to Him as our Shepherd. In 
that, we know that He takes 
care of us, that we are His 
sheep who are fed, groomed, 
led, and protected. As His 
sheep we KNOW His voice.

Since He is our Shepherd, we 
pray and talk to Him, just as 
Psalm 100:3 says, “..It is He 
who made us, and we are 
His; we are His people, the 
sheep of His pasture.”

He gave us the example of 
how to pray and confess His 
desires for us, as His sheep, 
in Matthew 6:9-13. This is 
our outline for the 5 ‘Basic’ 
Confessions.

"..Our Father in Heaven, 
hallowed be Your name, Your 
kingdom come, 
Your will be done, on Earth 
as it is in Heaven. Give us 
today our daily bread. And 
forgive us our debts, as we 
also have forgiven our 
debtors. And lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us 
from the evil one."

To this we add “For Thine is 
the Kingdom and the power 
and the glory, forever and 
ever!”

CONFESSION 1:   
JESUS IS LORD

“Our Father in Heaven, 
hallowed be Your name, Your 
kingdom come, Your will be 
done, on Earth as it is in 
Heaven."

“Romans 8:39 neither height 
nor depth, nor anything else 
in all creation, will be able to 
separate us from the love of 
God that is in Christ Jesus 
our Lord.”

JESUS IS LORD! 
He is Lord of my life, family, 
children, home, day, 
thoughts, actions; 
everything I say, do and 
think.

CONFESSION 2: 
I HAVE NO LACK

"Give us today our daily 
bread."

Psalm 23:1 “The LORD is my 
shepherd I shall not want 
for anything." 

Philippians 4:19 "And my 
God will meet all your 
needs according to the 
riches of His glory in Christ 
Jesus."

I HAVE NO LACK!
All of my needs are met 
according to the riches of His 
glory. I lack nothing! You are 
always my provision, Lord!
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CONFESSION 3: 
I AM REDEEMED

"And forgive us our debts, as 
we also have forgiven our 
debtors."

Isaiah 53:5 "But He was 
pierced for our transgressions, 
He was crushed for our 
iniquities; the punishment 
that brought us peace was on 
Him, and by His wounds we 
are healed."

Galatians 3:13 "Christ 
redeemed us from the curse of 
the law by becoming a curse 
for us…"

Matthew 8:17 "He took up our 
infirmities and bore our 
diseases."

1 Peter 2:24 "He himself bore 
our sins in his body on the 
cross, so that we might die to 
sins and live for 
righteousness."

I AM REDEEMED!
Jesus bore my sickness, by His 
stripes I am healed. He has 
forgiven me. I have His peace, 
nothing missing nothing 
broken in my life. He has set 
me free!

CONFESSION 4:
I CAST MY CARES ON THE 
LORD

"And lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us 
from the evil one."

Philippians 4:6 "Do not be 
anxious about anything."

1 Peter 5:7 "Cast all your 
anxiety on Him because He 
cares for you."

Ephesians 6:16 "Take up the 
shield of faith, with which you 
can extinguish all the flaming 
arrows of the evil one."

I CAST MY CARES ON THE 
LORD!
I have no care, for He cares for 
me. I do not fret and I am not 
afraid. I have the shield of 
Faith!

CONFESSION 5:
I CAN DO ALL THINGS 
THROUGH CHRIST

"For thine is the kingdom and 
the power and the glory 
forever and ever!" 

Matthew 6:33 "But seek first 
His kingdom and His 
righteousness"

I Corinthians 1:30, "It is 
because of Him that you are in 
Christ Jesus, Who has become 
for us wisdom from God — 
that is, our righteousness, 
holiness and redemption."

Philippians 4:13 "I can do all 
this through Him who gives 
me strength."

I CAN DO ALL THINGS 
THROUGH CHRIST!
Jesus has been made unto me 
wisdom, righteousness, 
sanctification, and redemption. 
I seek first the kingdom of God.

As we learn to pray and put to practice these things in our 
daily lives, we experience Him and know Him better.
